            Example:  The sum of 8 and 3 is 11.

Subtraction – The result of taking away a certain amount from another number.
                           Subtract.  Take away.  Decrease by.

Circle - A  2-dimensional shape made by drawing a curve that is always the same distance from a center.

Coin –   Money.  A penny, nickel, dime and quarter.

Minute - A unit of time equal to 60 seconds.

This is an illustration of the planets showing their sizes in relation to each other.

Shape Pattern -  The form of an object - how it is laid out in space (not what it is made of, or where it is).
Common shapes are:
Circles, squares, triangles, ... (two dimensional)
Spheres, cubes, pyramids, ... (three dimensional)
Temperature - How hot or cold a thing is.  Measured using a thermometer[image: ]

Compare -  To evaluate side by side.  Example:  Compare the number of sides of a triangle and a square. A square has four sides while a triangle has three
